My favorite characters in the Nativity story have always 

been the three wise men.  We all know what it’s like 

when a newborn arrives.  Neighbors drop by to ooh and 

ahh.  The young couple is still in amazement and hasn’t 

quite had time to contemplate the tremendous responsibil-

ity they have taken upon themselves.  And in this particu-

lar case the whole room is crowded with shepherds in the 

middle of the night.  Yet, once the novelty is gone they 

are left alone to cope.  Then days later three strangers  

arrive on camels with retinues of attendants.  It had to be 

an unexpected and I’m guessing unwelcome intrusion.  At 

least they brought gifts.  Now the gold I’m sure came in 

very handy for a family just starting out.  To this day I’m 

uncertain just what frankincense and myrrh are.  I imag-

ine Mary and Joseph secretly selling it later or possibly 

they became history’s first “re-gifters” and amazed their 

friends with their largesse on some special occasion.  The 

story doesn’t tell us just how long they stayed.  But     

picture it.  A young mother with a mewling infant, a con-

fused father who is trying desperately to adjust to a most 

unusual circumstance and both of them trying to be     

gracious hosts to a room full of VIP’s.  I have to believe 

their departure was followed by a sigh of relief.  I think 

this is when the real story begins.  There they were a man, 

a woman, and a Child- alone. 

 

The Gospels are silent as to what transpired over the next 

few decades.  We see the young Y’shua rather unceremo-

niously removed from the temple when he is twelve.  

Even an incident that small gives us insight into the char-

acter of these two extraordinary parents.  We know that at 

sometime the Son lost his father and his Mother lost her 

husband.  This was not a family untouched by pain and 

hardship.  Yet we really don’t need to know all the details 

of their daily life.  Can’t we imagine it for ourselves? And 

in the imagining I believe we can find an even deeper 

meaning to this story so familiar to all of us.  

 

We believe that these two people were chosen by God to 

undertake the most daunting of human tasks- to raise a 

child and form a family.  Surely this was no ordinary 

child.  But is any child ordinary?  Herein lies the lesson.  

God continues to choose.  God has chosen each parent as 

surely as He chose Joseph and Mary.  He has chosen you 

to nurture, guide, correct, inspire, to hold your children 

close, and when the time comes to let them go.  There is 

no greater work that can be done on earth.  This is God’s 

work in our lives.  Their road was not an easy one.  I’m 

sure there were good days and bad days, squabbles and 

celebrations, work to be done, and budgets to be kept.  

This family knew joy, and heartache. Are our lives any 

different?  The Christmas story is poetic and magical.  We 

mustn’t forget that these were real lives lived in real time.  

But just as God never abandoned this family, He will 

never abandon yours. He chose you.  He has faith in you.  

He has given each of you the most precious of gifts.  He 

knows that you and you alone are strong enough and   

patient enough to do His work. 

 

All of us at Roncalli are privileged and humbled to help 

you in this most awesome undertaking.  We pray that this 

season brings you and your family joy, hope, and the 

blessings of God.  You are in our thoughts and prayers.

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Holy Family Memorial  
Sleep Disorders Program Offers Tips 

                                                                          

According to the National Sleep Foundation’s 2009 Sleep 

in America poll, two out of every ten Americans sleep 

less than six hours a night. Even with an extra hour, that’s 

less than necessary for a full night’s rest. Holy Family 

Memorial’s Sleep Disorders Program, along with the   

National Sleep Foundation recommends the following 

tips to help ease the adjustment to standard time: 

 

¶ Block out light and keep your sleeping area dark. 

Standard time causes the sun to rise about an hour 

earlier. This can impact sleep, especially for people 

accustomed to awakening before or around sunrise. 

The light itself can disturb sleep, so it is always best 

to sleep in a darkened room. 
 

¶ Increase the light when you wake up. Light has an 

alerting effect that may help you wake up. It will help 

adjust your biological clock to the “new” sleep   

schedule. 
 

¶ Difficulty adjusting to the time change? Staying 

awake at night or sleeping until your desired wake 

time may be helped by gradually moving bedtime and 

awakening later by 15 minutes every one to two days. 
 

If you or a loved one are having trouble sleeping, or are 

bothered by excessive snoring, Holy Family Memorial’s 

Sleep Disorders program now offers a free screening that 

can detect whether someone has obstructive sleep apnea. 

The ApneaLink screening device is a small, comfortable 

device that is worn to detect abnormal breathing patterns 

during sleep. If results are abnormal, then a sleep study 

may be recommended to determine the exact cause of the 

sleep disorder and what treatment would be                  

recommended. 

 

According to the National Sleep Foundation, obstructive 

sleep apnea is a potentially dangerous condition in which 

breathing is interrupted during sleep. The "apnea" in sleep 

apnea refers to a breathing pause that lasts at least ten  

seconds. Obstructive sleep apnea occurs when the      

muscles in the back of the throat fail to keep the airway 

open, despite efforts to breathe. 

 

Chronic snoring is a strong indicator of sleep apnea and 

should be evaluated by a health professional. Since people 

with sleep apnea tend to be sleep deprived, they may   

suffer from sleeplessness and a wide range of other  

symptoms such as difficulty concentrating, depression, 

irritability, sexual dysfunction, learning and memory   

difficulties, and falling asleep while at work, on the 

phone, or driving. Left untreated, symptoms of sleep   

apnea can include disturbed sleep, excessive sleepiness 

during the day, high blood pressure, heart attack,         

congestive heart failure, cardiac arrhythmia, stroke or             

depression.
