First of all I want to offer my sincerest thanks to so 

many of you who took the time to offer condolences 

on the passing of my father.  I was truly touched.  I 

had written of him several times in these pages.  

Only now do I know that one of those missives was 

framed beside his bed and that it would serve as his 

eulogy.  So indulge me once more.  It has been a re-

flective kind of summer and sometimes it takes years 

for lessons taught to become lessons learned. 

 

I was home in April and had the chance to visit him.  

During that time he repeated something that he had 

said to my sister only a week before.  It was elo-

quently simple.  During a casual conversation about 

what was happening in my life these days he just 

paused and said, ñYou know, Iôm looking forward to 

seeing your mother.ò  There was no prelude or epi-

logue to what he said.  It was a simple statement of 

faith, neither hesitant nor hopeful.  It was a statement 

of certainty. 

 

My mind has gone back to that sentence many times 

since.  I try to teach in my class that there is a vast 

difference between ñknowing aboutò and ñknowing.ò  

My father knew that what he was looking forward to 

was as certain as tomorrowôs sunrise.  No more 

needed to be said.  It reminded me once again that 

there is no power in Godôs universe greater than 

faith. 

 

As a new school year looms just over the horizon I 

want to try to take that message to heart.  Real faith 

demands a certain ñletting goò of our need to always 

be in control desperately trying to bend all creation 

to our will.  It requires that we find silence so we can 

listen.  Real faith brings comfort in even the darkest 

moments.  My father knew that.  My father had that.  

Maybe Iôm still too young which seems an odd thing 

to say.  I wonder, I hope, I ruminate, I despair.  My 

father passed in peace to a life of which he was al-

ready certain.  I pray I can find that place.  He is still 

teaching me the lesson which may take a lifetime to 

learn.

Math: All students enrolled in a math class need the  

following: 2 inch or wider binder, adequate supply of 

loose-leaf paper, dividers, 12 inch ruler, pencils and at 

least one red pen, graph paper, graphing calculator. 

 

Students taking Informal Geometry, Geometry or Honors 

Geometry also need to have a compass and a protractor. 

These may be purchased from any math teacher for $2.25. 

  

All students will be using the TI-83, TI-83+, TI-84 or  

TI-84+ calculators. The math department recommends 

that sophomores in HAAT or AAT, as well as all juniors 

and seniors have their own graphing calculator. All other 

freshmen and sophomores need at least a scientific  

calculator with them daily. If you purchase a graphing 

calculator, please save the proof of purchase bar code and 

turn it in to a math teacher at the beginning of the year. 

The Math Department is able to get overhead calculators 

from Texas Instruments with these bar codes.  

 
Dress Code 

 

Most dress and hairstyles that are neat, clean, appropriate, 

and not distracting are permissible. Students are encour-

aged to exercise good judgment in their selection of attire 

for the school day. All dress should be modest, in good 

taste and appropriate to the Roncalli school setting.  The 

administration reserves the right to amend or alter the 

dress code and determine the appropriateness of specific 

dress and appearance.

     Slacks ï Slacks must fit appropriately. 

     Shorts, Skirts and Dresses ï Cannot be shorter than 

mid-thigh. The hemline should be below the fingertips 

when standing with arms straight at sides with fingers  

extended. Undergarments should not be visible. 

 

Boys: 

     Shirts ï Shirts must be modest, in good taste, and have 

a sleeve. 

     Pants ï Pants must fit appropriately and worn with 

waistband at the waist. Undergarments should not be  

visible. 

     Each male student is expected to be clean shaven 

every day. Sideburns cannot be longer than the bottom of 

the earlobe. Hair cannot extend over the top of the shirt 

collar or past the top of the eyebrows. 

 

 All Students: 

     Pants ï Items and materials not allowed: spandex,  

flannel, sweat pants, pajama/lounging pants, athletic pants 

and athletic shorts, bib overalls and blue jeans (except on 

announced days). 

     Sweatshirts and T-Shirts - Should be in good taste and 

appropriate for our school setting. Sweatshirts and  

T-shirts that are not appropriate at Roncalli or Roncalli 

sponsored events include those that advertise, allude to, or 

refer to bars, drugs, alcohol, tobacco, sex, nudity,  

violence, or on anything contrary to the schoolôs mission. 

     Shoes ï Footwear should fit securely to the feet.   

     Hats, bandanas, kerchiefs, hoods, etc. may not be worn 

in school.
