Advanced Placement (AP) Classes: This year students 

took a total of 63 Advanced Placement tests in Calculus, 

Chemistry, and English. Scores range from 1-5, and usu-

ally a score of 3 or higher will earn college credit depend-

ing upon the college. Students will receive the results of 

their tests the third week in July. 
 

ACT and SAT: The next dates for these tests are in Sep-

tember. Students can still apply to colleges before they 

receive their results. Results are normally received about 

3 weeks after the test, although students who took the 

writing test may have to wait between 4 ï 6 weeks. Stu-

dents who want to see their scores early can do so at 

www.actstudent.org. Even though the writing score isnôt 

available right away, students can still view their other 

ACT scores. Please see Mrs. Nickels if you have any 

questions about the ACT or SAT. 
 

Juniors: Now is the time to start planning visits to col-

leges during summer vacation.  Please take advantage of 

this opportunity to see what various colleges have to of-

fer.

¶ Set clear expectations that you want to know where 

your teen is and when heôll be back. Discuss with him the 

consequences of the use of alcohol, tobacco, and other 

drugs. 

¶ Help your teen to identify other adults to turn to when 

she wants to talk. 

¶ Let your teenager know that itôs okay to seek help 
from a counselor, health care professional or trusted adult, 

if needed. 
Everyone experiences anger and stress! Help your teen to 

find acceptable ways of working through these feelings.

From February into April, Roncalli Economics students 

participated in a ñStock Market Gameò simulation organ-

ized by EconomicsWisconsin in which they researched, 

bought and sold stocks, mutual funds and other invest-

ment products. The Economics students were taught by 

Mr. Hendricks. Teams of students had $100,000 in ficti-

tious money to invest, and they could borrow an amount 

equal to their equity in order to invest even more as they 

created their portfolios. The team consisting of Elissa 

Halla, Austin Mleziva and Brandon Senfleben finished 5th 

among 1388 teams in Wisconsin! The team made a profit 

of $40,212 for the 10 week period, while the market as a 

whole improved by perhaps 8%. This team was not just 

lucky, but had sound reasoning for making their trades.  

One type of investment the team had success with was 

Exchange-Traded Funds or ETFôs. The allure of these 

funds was that gains and losses were multiplied by a fac-

tor of 3. Congratulations to these Seniors for a job well 

done.

Geometry also need to have a compass and a protractor.  

These may be purchased from any math teacher for $2.25. 
 

All students will be using the TI-83, TI 83+, TI 84 or 

TI84+ calculators. The math department recommends that 

sophomores in HAAT or AAT as well as all juniors and 

seniors have their own graphing calculator. Students in all 

classes will be using a graphing calculator at various 

times.  All other freshmen and sophomores need at least a 

scientific calculator with them daily. 
 

Watch for back to school sales to get the calculators for as 

reasonable a price as possible. If you purchase a graphing 

calculator, please save the proof of purchase bar code and 

turn it in to a math teacher at the beginning of the year.  

The Math Department is able to get overhead calculators 

from Texas Instruments with these bar codes.

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Planning Ahead for Travel Emergencies 
 

Whether you're headed for the beach, the outback or the 
big city for your summer vacation, you should add a few 
more items to your to-do list. 
 
To wit: Taking time before your departure to plan ahead 
for possible medical emergencies and everyday health and 
medication needs is just as important as making plane and 
hotel reservations. 
 
The following suggestions can help ensure you and your 
family has a healthy and happy vacation. 
 
Road tips 
¶ Pack smart. Pack an adequate supply of medicines 
and be sure to store them properly. Heat and humidity, for 
example, can affect many medications, so avoid keeping 
them in a beach bag, car trunk or glove compartment. 
 
¶ At all times, carry your health-insurance card, doc-
tor's phone numbers and a list of medications you take. 
 
¶ Keep medicines in their original containers. Doing so 
will ensure you have all the information you might need--
medicine name, dosage, warnings, interactions--with you. 
If you take more than one medication and use a pill dis-
penser, wait until you reach your destination to fill the 
dispenser. 
 
¶ Check labels for warnings about how medications 
may increase your body's sensitivity to the sun, heat or 
cold. If you are pregnant or have a chronic health condi-
tion, check with your doctor about the potential effect of 
conditions you may encounter while traveling. 
 
¶ Wear an identification bracelet with detailed medical 
information if you have a chronic or life-threatening con-
dition. 
 
¶ If you suffer from respiratory or food allergies, ask 
your doctor for advice about how to manage them while 
traveling. 
 
¶ Pack a small first-aid kit that includes bandages, anti-
septic and antibiotic ointments, anti-itch cream, antihista-
mines, upset-stomach remedies, anti-diarrhea medicine, 
tweezers, and pain relievers. 
 
¶ Ask your doctor or pharmacist for advice about when 
to take your regular scheduled medications if you'll cross 
more than one time zone. 
If traveling with children, make sure all medication con-

tainers have child-resistant caps. 
 

 

Overseas agenda 
Also follow these suggestions if you're traveling outside 
the United States: 
 
¶ Keep all medications in their original packaging or 
labeled bottles; otherwise, they could be confiscated at 
Customs. 

 
¶ Pack any nonprescription medications you normally 
take--it can be difficult to find American formulations in 
many countries. 
 
¶ Take care when buying medications overseas. Ask the 
pharmacist for help, especially if the label is in another 
language. Carefully examine the packaging for signs of 
tampering. 
 
¶ Be sure you have the right immunizations. To double-
check, visit the Centers for Disease Control and Preven-
tion Travelers' website at http://wwwnc.cdc.gov/travel/
default.aspx.
