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If you havenôt checked your calendar lately, you should 

know that Lent happens to be approaching pretty quickly. 

Now stop grimacing because the first thing that you 

thought of is the penance and abstaining involved in this 

liturgical season. Lent is not just about fasting or giving 

something up. There happens to be much, much more to 

it. Sure the church reminds us that you must think about 

penance, forgiveness, almsgiving, and prayer, but the 

most important part that I have found is improving your-

self during the forty days. ñLentò comes from the Anglo-

Saxon word meaning ñspringò. Spring is a new beginning 

not only in nature, but for every person as well. Lent is a 

time that reminds us of what is truly important; family, 

faith, and community. The Lenten season prepares us for 

Easter, a time of great celebration in our faith, but we 

need to individually prepare ourselves first. 

 

When I was younger, I would always complain at the first 

mention of Lent. Lent meant I had to give something up 

for what seemed like forever. But in fact, it is only forty 

days. Put into perspective, forty days is practically noth-

ing over the course of each year. Even so, as every Lenten 

season rolled around, I reluctantly gave up candy, des-

serts, soda, etc. only to once again enjoy it first thing on 

Easter morning. Now did I learn anything at all from that? 

No. So as the years went by, giving up sugar began to get 

old. At one point I realized that maybe I should try some-

thing else. A few years ago I decided to focus more on my 

actions during Lent. So far I have given up snapping at 

others (especially my pesky brother and sister), trying to 

put more time into volunteer work, and attempting to do 

at least one good deed a day. I have found that these 

things have meant more to me than abstaining from the 

different kinds of sugar. 

 

A large part of the Lenten season, for me, has been ser-

vice or almsgiving. Here at Roncalli, getting involved in 

Lasallian Youth is probably one of the easiest things to 

do. Lasallian Youth has helped me to open up and be-

come more involved over the past four years in high 

school. Since freshman year, I have had a countless num-

ber of experiences that I believe will stay with me forever. 

Service has been a great way to get me more involved not 

only in my school, but in my parish and community as 

well. I would even go as far as to say that Lasallian Youth 

has broadened and strengthened my Catholic faith. My 

involvement in volunteer activities has made me feel as if 

I am living out the Lenten season all year long. 

 

When considering penance during Lent, it does not al-

ways have to be boring or grueling. Most of the time, 

other people think I am punishing myself or trying to earn 

some extra brownie points by spending so much time vol-

unteering. But most of the time I really am enjoying my-

self. Helping others brings me joy and I always seem to 

gain a sense of accomplishment at the end of the day. 

Lent is not solely about giving something up as I thought 

when I was in grade school. I have since learned that Lent 

is a time of self-evaluation. Lent is a time to make 

changes.  

 

The Lenten season prepares us for Easter and even though 

it only lasts forty days we should live it out the entire 

year. The revelations and realizations that we experience 

during Lent should be taken into consideration all year 

long. I have learned that I will never know everything 

there is to know or become the perfect person that I want 

to be. I have also learned that it is okay to never achieve 

those goals, but it is important that I never stop striving to 

reach them. The upcoming Lenten season is one more 

reminder for me that I still have work to do, things to im-

prove, and things to change. Lent gives me the hope and 

strength to do those things and I hope that I will always 

continue to strive for them during the rest of my life.

Colorectal Cancer-²ƘŀǘΩǎ ǘƘŜ .ƻǘǘƻƳ [ƛƴŜΚ 
 

Colorectal cancer is the second leading cause of cancer 

deaths and overall, the lifetime risk for developing colo-

rectal cancer is about 1 in 19 (5.3%), according to can-

cer.org. Colorectal cancer can be a life threatening condi-

tion that affects the colon and the last five feet of the in-

testine. If the cancer is found early, it is a highly curable 

form of cancer.  

 

The colon is the part of the large intestine where any re-

maining nutrients are absorbed and waste products (stool) 

are formed. Colon cancer usually starts as a small over-

growth of cells called a polyp. If left unchecked, polyps 

can become cancerous. 

 

Early detection before symptoms gives the best chance 

for recovery. Symptoms include: blood in the stool, bowel 

habit change, abdominal pain or weight loss. Colon can-

cer tends to run in families, so people whose relatives 

have had it should be examined more regularly. Studies 

show that people who eat high fiber, low-fat diets have 

less chance of developing colon cancer.  

 

A simple test can be done annually to detect blood in 

stools. Another test that can be done is a colonoscopy, in 

which a tube is inserted to visualize the colon and check 

for polyps and remove them. This test is usually done 

every 10 years; more often if there have been abnormal 

findings. After age 50, in both men and women, screening 

tests should be performed to detect colorectal cancer.  

 

The bottom line? Get screened if you are over 50-it may 

save your life!
